STEP 1:  ONLY heads of delegation (HODs) may register.  The heads of delegation, should present a list of scratches/activations at this time as well as any missing information.  Last minute scratches/activations may also be phoned into the SOPA Norristown office at (800) 235-9058 ext. 223, the Villanova Special Olympics office at (610) 519-7244, or faxed to (610) 519-7956 during the week of the event or prior to departure by 12:00 p.m.  Alternates WILL NOT be activated after registration is completed.  Registration gifts will not be given nor fees refunded for scratched athletes. 



STEP 2:  The head of delegation will pick up the welcoming packet for his/her area/county in the Connelly Center Cinema during registration.  The welcoming packet will contain:

STEP 3: The HOD will give the committee a cell phone or pager number where they (or another designated coach from the delegation) may be reached in case of emergency. 



HOTEL CHECKOUT

At hotels



The HOD is responsible for checking out his/her county/area  of the hotels prior to competition Sunday morning and for paying for any incidental charges at this time.  All delegations must be checked out by 8:00 a.m. Sunday.



HOTEL REGISTRATION

STEP 1:  Please come with your copy of the NCR housing form that you filled out as part of your registration packet.  Verify that all athletes have been housed in your hotel.   



STEP 2:  After hotel registration, the head of delegation will pick up and distribute the room keys to their county/area.  The HOD is responsible for returning room keys of any scratched athletes who did not attend the Festival.  They should return the keys to the Registration Table by 4:30 p.m. on Friday, November 7.  



STEP 3:  Any changes in room assignments must be given to the front desk of the respective hotel (yellow copy) and to S.O.S. (white copy).  Please keep the pink copy for your records.  For security reasons, you MAY NOT change room assignments once you have submitted the updated housing form. 



Guidelines while at hotels:



All long distance services for phone and pay cable for television will be turned off.  Coaches who want phone and television service must go to the desk and make arrangements with their own credit card.



Any hotel damages will be billed to your delegation.



Any changes in room assignments must be reported to the front desk and the Fall Festival housing committee (after registration, changes should be taken to the Operations Center).  Please update your housing list on your new NCR form. The pink copy stays with the HOD, the white copy goes to housing committee at the Operations Center, and the yellow copy goes to the front desk of your hotel.  This is for emergency purposes.



The housing committee as well as a staff member will have a room in each hotel throughout the weekend, where they will provide assistance with hotel concerns.  



Medical and security/communication will also be present.  You will be notified of these room numbers at the hotel and the first HOD Meeting.



HEAD OF DELEGATION MEETINGS

HODs are responsible for all athletes arriving to all activities on time and at the appropriate location/venue. Any concerns should be addressed at these meetings.

RESPONSIBILITIES



ALL PARTICIPANTS

Participants must agree to abstain from the use of alcohol and other habit-forming drugs throughout the event.  This abstention begins upon departure from the local pick-up point through the return of the athletes to their families.

Participants should dress and act at all times in a manner which will be a credit to Special Olympics.  

All emergencies must be reported to the appropriate authorities after immediate action is taken to ensure the health and safety of the participants (see Medical Emergency Procedures).



ALL COACHES

Coaches attending Fall Festival must accept and carry out the following responsibilities while providing for the general welfare, safety, health and well-being of each Special Olympics athlete under their supervision.  



24-hour supervision of athletes, working in cooperation with other coaches.  If an athlete needs to leave at any time with a parent or legal guardian they must fill out a release form and have it signed by the head coach.  These forms will be available at the Operations Center in Dougherty Hall.

Ensure that athlete credentials are worn at all times.

Assistance in reporting to competition area at the proper time.

Assistance in accounting for luggage and personal items at all times.

Assistance in taking full advantage of special events.

Assistance in maximizing the benefits achieved through participation.

Assistance in moving to and from the hotels and venues.

Assistance in being assembled at the proper time and place at special events.

Assistance with taking prescribed medications and injections at proper times.

Ensure the whereabouts of athlete medications at all times. 

Assistance in getting the athlete to meals during assigned times.



HEAD OF DELEGATION (HOD)

This is the individual responsible for the coordination and management of the delegation in matters that affect the entire delegation, particularly as it relates to the following: appropriate conduct of coaches, transportation, housing, meals, entertainment, etc.

All HODs must attend all scheduled head of delegation meetings.

All HODs are responsible for ensuring accident report forms are completed.

All HODs are responsible for the conduct of their coaches at all times.

Ensure credential holders, coach bibs and coach & athlete evaluations are returned before departure.

Ensure information is disseminated to head coaches. 



HEAD COACH

Responsible for the actions of all assistant coaches and all athletes in the respective sport (See Code of Conduct in forms section).

Ensure athletes are at competition sites at least 15 minutes prior to competition and properly equipped for that sport.  Athletes will be scratched if more than 15 minutes late for competition.  Heats will not be held for missing athletes.

Any problems relating to a given athlete or coach during competition will be addressed to the head coach.

All head coaches are required to attend all coaches meetings in their sport.

Orient all athlete escorts to the athlete’s schedule, behavior and needs.

All head coaches should know NGB Rules and Official Special Olympics Summer Sports Rules Book (2000-2003 Revised Edition) for their sport.

Update competition times/scores before event for better divisioning (see Honest Effort Rule)

Only person, if certified, allowed to file a protest within 30 minutes of the completion of the game/event.



ASSISTANT COACH

The assistant coach is responsible for assisting the head coach at all times.

If a head coach is unable to attend a coaches meeting, an assistant coach may attend in her place.

Although assistant coaches may not file protests for athletes, they should be familiar with the rules of the particular sport.

�HUMAN RESOURCES

ATHLETE ESCORTS

An added benefit to our program is venue volunteer coordinators.  There will be one or two coordinators per venue and all will wear purple hats.  The athlete escorts will be in green volunteer shirts.  They will be assigned by the volunteer coordinator at the venues, rather than at the shuttle vans.  Please submit all requests for escorts at the volunteer registration table located in the Pavilion. Our athlete escort connection will be finished by 9:30 a.m.  Please arrive on time and follow the procedure outlined below:



BOCCE:   Athlete escorts will be staging at the bocce venue outside of the playing area prior to competition



POWERLIFTING:  Athlete escorts will meet your team at St. Mary’s Gym by 9:00 a.m.



LONG DISTANCE RUNNING and ROLLER SKATING:  Athlete escorts will be transported early in the morning to the respective venue.



SOCCER:  Please bring your 11v11 teams, skills athletes, or team representative to the Pike Field upon arrival at 8:00 a.m.  Individual Skills 5v5 team athletes may meet their escorts at Austin or Mendel Field.  Any 5v5 teams not competing before 10:00 a.m. on Saturday morning may meet their escorts at Olympic Village at 10:00 a.m.



VOLLEYBALL:  Please bring your teams to their respective place of competition.  As soon as you arrive, tell the Coordinator and they will send for your escorts.



Day-of-event volunteers or “escorts” are assigned to delegations to assist the coaches and chairpersons during events.  Never give an escort/volunteer an athlete’s medicines to hold. 

The following tips are offered to help make the “escort-athlete” partnership a rewarding experience for everyone:



Introduce yourself to the escort.  

Indicate where you or your coaches will be located in case of emergency.

When assigning escorts to athletes, use common sense with regard to age, gender and size.

Give the escort all pertinent information regarding the athlete’s scheduled events.

Make sure the escort knows where and when to meet you at the end of the day and for meals.

Make sure the escort understands the information on the athlete’s credential.

Specific requests or concerns regarding escorts should be made at the volunteer registration located in 

The Pavilion.



LAUNDRY FACILITIES

There will be laundry facilities available on campus for coaches/HODs.  Location is TBA.  HOD’s will be notified at the first HOD meeting on Friday..



LOCAL PROGRAM HOST (LPH)

We are happy to report that the Local Program Host (LPH, will return after a successful trial last year.  Each local program will be designated one Villanova freshman to serve as their personal tour guide and cheerleader for the entire weekend.  Every LPH will be sending a letter to their program before the Festival that will introduce themself to the athletes.  During the Festival, LPHs will be present at many award ceremonies, meal times, sports competitions, and more!  Your delegation will meet your LPH upon your arrival at Villanova at the HOD meeting.  





This person will:

Send you a personal introduction letter with your coaches handbook

Be a Villanova University freshman

Meet and greet you upon your arrival

Act as a tour guide of VU campus and answer any VU questions

Find you during the day in case you have any suggestions or concerns

Cheer on your athletes

Possibly eat meals with some of your delegation



This person will NOT:

Be responsible for chaperoning athletes at any time

Stay in the hotels with your delegation

Volunteer at sports venues as timers, officials, etc.

Do laundry

Hold medication, etc.

Act as a gopher



LOCKER ROOMS

Locker rooms will be available to athletes and coaches whose competition ends late in the day.  They are located in the Pavilion and will be open before evening activities.

�SUPPORT SERVICES



DIRECTIONS:

Please allow extra time for traffic and other considerations.  These directions are acceptable for buses; however, there are alternate routes to and from the various venues and meeting places (especially Villanova University and the hotels) that may not allow bus travel due to road limitations.  If buses take alternate routes, it is recommended that they confirm that the road permits such travel.



To The Hilton (610-337-1200)

From Pa Turnpike:  Exit 326, Valley Forge (formerly exit 24).  Take 202 N toward King of Prussia.  Follow for 1.5 miles.  Hotel is on right.

From Philadelphia:  Take I-76 W to 202 N.  Take 202 N toward King of Prussia. Follow for 1.5 miles.  Hotel is on right. 

From Villanova:  Take 476 N (Plymouth Meeting) to I-76 W (Valley Forge).  Take Exit 328A (formerly exit 26), Route 202 N., to King of Prussia.  Follow Route 202 N for approximately 1.5 miles.  Hotel is on right.



To Sheraton Park Ridge (610-337-1800)

From Pa Turnpike:  Take Exit 326 Valley Forge, (formerly exit 24).  Go through toll booth and take the first exit on the right, Exit 327, Valley Forge National Park (formerly exit 25).  Once you take Exit 327, keep to your right and the Park Ridge will be the second building on the right.

From Philadelphia:  Take I-76 W for approximately 20 miles to Exit 327 Mall Blvd. (formerly exit 25).  Go down to ramp to the traffic light and turn right onto Mall Blvd.  Go to the next light and turn right on to N. Gulph Road.  Hotel is about 1 mile on the right.

From Villanova:  Take 476 N (Plymouth Meeting) to I-76 W (Valley Forge).  Take Exit 327 Mall Blvd. (formerly exit 25).  Bear right at end of exit ramp.  At next traffic light, take right onto North Gulph Road.  The hotel is approximately 1 mile on the right.



To The Fairfield Inn (610-337-0700)

From Pa Turnpike:  Exit 326, Valley Forge (formerly exit 24).  Take 202 N toward King of Prussia. Make a left on to Mall Blvd. Hotel will be on the right hand side. 

From Philadelphia:  Take I-76 W to 202 N.  Take 202 N toward King of Prussia. Take a left on to Mall Blvd. Hotel will be on the right hand side. 

From Villanova:  Take 476 N (Plymouth Meeting) to I-76 W (Valley Forge).  Take Exit 328A (formerly exit 26), Route 202 N., to King of Prussia.  Follow Route 202 N. Take a left on to Mall Blvd. Hotel will be on the right hand side. 



To the Radisson (610-337-2000)

From Villanova:  Start out by going West on 1st Ave toward Freedom Dr. Turn left onto N. 

Gulph Rd. Merge onto 76 E. Merge onto 476 S. Take exit 13 toward Villanova and merge onto E. Lancaster Avenue. Take 476 N toward Plymouth Meeting. Take 76 W via exit 16b toward Valley Forge. Take the US-202 S exit- exit number 328/327- toward WEST CHESTER/MALL BLVD. Keep left at the fork in the ramp. keep right at the fork in the ramp. Turn slight right onto Mall Blvd. Turn slight right onto N. Gulph Rd. Turn right onto 1st Ave.



To The Wyndham Valley Forge (610-647-6700):

From Pa Turnpike:  Exit 326, Valley Forge (formerly exit 24).  Take US-202 S.  Take the PA-252 N exit towards Devon. Stay straight to go onto E. Swedesford Rd. Turn right onto Valley Forge Rd/PA-252. Turn left onto Chesterbrook Blvd.

From Philadelphia: I-76W to US-202 N exit, exit number 328A (formerly exit 26), towards King of Prussia. Merge onto W. Dekalb Pike. Turn Left. Take W. Dekalb Pike. W. Dekalb Pike becomes US-202 S. Take the PA-252 N exit towards Devon. Stay straight to go onto E. Swedesford Rd. Turn right onto Valley Forge RD/PA-252. Turn left onto Chesterbrook Blvd.

From Villanova: Go West on E. Lancaster Ave/US-30 towards Kenilworth Rd. Take the I-476 N ramp towards Plymouth Meeting. Merge onto I-476 N. Take the I-76 W exit, towards Valley Forge. Merge onto I-76 W. Take the US-202 N exit, exit number 328A (formerly exit 26), towards King of Prussia. Merge onto W. Dekalb Pike. Turn Left. Take W. Dekalb Pike. W. Dekalb Pike becomes US-202 S. Take the PA-252 N exit towards Devon. Stay straight to go onto E. Swedesford Rd. Turn right onto Valley Forge Rd/PA-252. Turn left onto Chesterbrook Blvd.



To Villanova University:

From Hilton:  Make a left out of the hotel lot onto 202 S.  Pass the Mall Blvd. intersection and bear left towards S. Gulph Road.  Follow S. Gulph to the I-76 interchange.  Take I-76 E. towards Philadelphia. Get off Exit 331A (476 S) towards Chester.  Follow 476 S. to Exit 13 (Route 30).  Turn right on 30 E towards Villanova.  Follow 30 E for about 1 mile to the intersection of Route 30 and Ithan Avenue.  At this light, parking lots are on your right.

From Sheraton Park Ridge:  Take left out of parking lot.  Take a left onto I-76 E towards Philadelphia.  Follow same directions from Hilton.  (see above) 

From Fairfield Inn:  Take a left out of the parking lot onto Mall Blvd. Take 202 S.  Follow same directions from Hilton.  (see above) 

From Radisson:  Turn right out of parking lot.  Make a left onto Gulph Road.  Take a left onto I-76 E towards Philadelphia.  Follow same directions from Hilton.  (see above) 



To Villanova Skating Center:

From Hotels:  Follow directions above, to Exit 13.  Turn right onto 30 E., towards Villanova.  Skating rink will be approximately .5 mile on left behind the post office.  If you get to Villanova Diner, you’ve passed it.

From Villanova:  Go West on Lancaster (30 W).  Pass church and Villanova Diner on right.  Skating rink will be on the right behind the post office.



To Radnor High School:

From Hotels:  Follow directions from hotels to Exit 13.  Turn right onto 30 E towards Villanova.  At the first traffic light, make a left onto King of Prussia Road.  The entrance to Radnor High School is about .5 mile down on the left.

From Villanova:  Turn left out of the main parking lots, onto Route 30 W.  Almost immediately after Route 30/Route 320 intersection, you will pass Villanova Diner and then under a train bridge.  At the first light after the bridge, take a right onto King of Prussia Road.  The entrance to Radnor High School is about .5 mile down the road on your left.



To Villanova University- West Campus (powerlifting venue)

From Hotels:  Follow directions from hotels to 30 E.  Follow 30 E for about .5 mile to the intersection Route 30/Route 320.  Take a left onto Route 320, cross over the bridge, and turn right into the Villanova Law School parking lot.  St. Mary’s Hall is across the street from the parking lots.  Look for signs directing you to the competition and dining hall.



To Cabrini College:

From Villanova:  Turn left out of main parking lots onto Route 30 W.  Continue for about 1.5 miles and turn right onto Radnor-Chester Road, which is just before Radnor Hotel. Make a left onto King of Prussia Road.  At next light, make a right, and Cabrini College entrance will be on the left.



      To Rocket Sports (if necessary):

   From Route 202 Driving North:  Take Route 202 North towards King Of Prussia.  Get off at the Devon Park Drive exit.  Take a left onto Devon Park Drive.  On Devon Park Drive, go to the second traffic light (County Line Road).  Rocket Sports will be the first building on the right after County Line Road. 

From Route 202 Driving South:  Take Route 202 South past King Of Prussia. About 8/10 mile after the King Of Prussia shopping center, get off at the Swedesford Road exit.  At end of the exit, take a RIGHT onto Swedesford Road.  On Swedesford Road, go to the first traffic light (Warner Road) and take another right.  On Warner Road, go to the first traffic light (Devon Park Drive) and take another right.  Rocket Sports will be the first building after the bridge, on the left, just before County Line Road. 

From Route 476 or Route 76:  Take Route 476 to the Route 76 exit. Take Route 76 West to Route 202 South. Take Route 202 South about 1/2 mile to the Swedesford Road exit.  At end of the exit, take a RIGHT onto Swedesford Road.  On Swedesford Road, go to the first traffic light (Warner Road) and take another right.  On Warner Road, go to the first traffic light (Devon Park Drive) and take another right.  Rocket Sports will be the first building after the bridge, on the left, just before County Line Road. 

From Lancaster Avenue (Route 30):  Take Lancaster Avenue (Route 30) into Berwyn.  If driving west, take a right (if driving east, take a left) onto Old Eagle School Road (see John Harvard's Restaurant at corner).  On Old Eagle School Road, go about two miles (you will go under two Overpasses).  Go past "The Woods" office complex on right hand side.  Take a right onto Devon Park Drive.  On Devon Park Drive, go to the second traffic light (County Line Road). Rocket Sports will be the first building on the right after County Line Road. 



To Bryn Mawr Hospital:

From Villanova:  Bryn Mawr Hospital is approximately two (2) miles from Villanova's campus. Travel east on Lancaster Avenue (Rt. 30) and at the McDonalds, make a right onto County Line Rd. Proceed to the second light and make a left (Bryn Mawr's driveway is Lindsay Avenue).



EMERGENCY & MEDICAL

The medical committee will be on call 24 hours a day during the course of the weekend to treat any injury or to handle any emergency.  The committee will consist of both Certified Emergency Medical Technicians (EMT) and student nurses.  These committee members are distinguishable by their red shirts with the large white cross on the front and back.  Athletic trainers and first-aiders will also be on-site.



EMERGENCY PROCEDURES 

An emergency constitutes an unforeseen combination of circumstances that requires necessary action. In the event that an emergency arises during the course of the Games, the following steps are to be taken:



1.	Notify personnel with access to radio communications at competition site.  If off campus, notify your HOD who will notify the SOPA Liaison.

2.	They will notify the venue coordinator and event director and SOPA liaison at the venue.

The event director and SOPA liaison for Fall Festival will meet with the SOPA

            President and other appropriate individuals.



Notification of action to be taken will be made in the appropriate manner.

If action needs to be taken in regard to inclement weather during the Games, appropriate signage will be placed at meals hotels, and venues.  Heads of delegation will also be notified at their daily meeting.

       	In the event of an emergency, DO NOT comment to the media.  All media inquiries must be referred to the SOPA communications liaison.  	



EMERGENCY SCENARIOS & PLANS:



Scenario 1:	A situation arises where an athlete is injured or needs medical attention.

Procedure:	At each venue, there will be a designated field marshal and the appropriate number of security volunteers (wearing orange t-shirts and hats).  Medical volunteers will be present.  In the case of an emergency, the security volunteers will help the medical volunteers control the situation while a medical volunteer radios back to the Operations Center to inform them there is an emergency (contact medical Op Center first)  Both the security and medical Operation Centers should be notified!  The medical Operation Center will then dispatch the appropriate personnel to the venue.  If an injury occurs at an off-campus venue, the same procedure should be followed.

Scenario 2:	A lost athlete.

Procedure:	When an athlete is missing, the Operation Center will send a distress message to all committee members informing them of the situation and ask for their help by scouring their venue for the athlete.  There will be a master schedule at the Operation Center that will be able to locate exactly where every delegation should be and at what time.  Also, we have security volunteers called “roamers” whose purpose is to be available to blanket the campus looking for any lost athletes.  Once the situation is resolved, a message will be sent out letting everyone know that the athlete has been found.

Scenario 3: 	A found athlete.

Procedure:	When an athlete is found, the Operation Center should be notified.  There is a possibility that the delegation is looking for the athlete and has already contacted Operations.  Stay with the athlete until s/he has returned to his/her chaperone.  Use the athlete’s credential to get information that may lead you and the athlete back to the appropriate place.

Scenario 4:	Evacuation plans for the Opening/Closing Ceremonies and the Victory Dance (Pavilion).

Procedure:	In case of a fire alarm or something of that nature, a plan to evacuate the Pavilion in a swift and orderly fashion has been devised.  The people on the floor will be directed out through the main entrance to The Pavilion’s parking lot.  The people in the bleachers will be directed towards the hallway containing the bathrooms, through the side exit of The Pavilion, and out into the parking lot.  The exits to the parking lot will be blocked off so that everyone will be in one area.



MEDICAL EMERGENCIES



IN CASE OF INJURY OR ILLNESS

All medical concerns, no matter how minor they appear, must be reported to the medical emergency personnel located at the competition venues and on the Villanova University campus at the Operations Center (West Lounge) in Dougherty Hall.

If the condition is severe, stay with the athlete or person who needs assistance.  Do not move the patient.

Have someone seek help at the nearest emergency medical station.  Send someone to find the athlete’s coach immediately.

If requests of the coaches or chaperones are contradicted by the nature of the physical situation, the EMT protocol for providing medical treatment will prevail.

If we cannot find the HOD for that delegation then we will try to reach him by cell phone or pager or leave a message at the respective hotel. 

HOD/coach must fill out an incident report in case of injury and submit it to the appropriate SOPA liaison.



NIGHT INJURY OR ILLNESS

If an illness or injury occurs during the night, the head of delegation is to report directly to the medical committee present at the hotel.  You will be notified of these room numbers when you check into the hotel and at the first HOD meeting.



MEDICAL ASSISTANCE LOCATIONS

There will be a medical assistance location at each venue and one central facility on the Villanova University campus at the Operations Center, the West Lounge in Dougherty Hall.  Medical assistance will also be available at the hotels during the evening.  There will also be an ambulance on campus to assist with any greater injuries or emergencies to transport them to Bryn Mawr Hospital. 



MEDICAL FORMS & RECORDING PROCEDURES

Medical records for the athletes will be kept on-site and will be accessible to medical personnel at all times. Coaches must have copies of their athletes’ medical release forms with them at all times or in the respective athlete’s credential holder.



Coaches should notify the parent or guardian of an injured athlete when a serious injury occurs.  In case of hospitalization, records of the incident will be completed in accordance with EMT protocol and held in the Fall Festival Games file and forwarded to ASIS.



MEDICATIONS

It is the responsibility of each coach, not the athlete escorts, to make sure that the athletes requiring medication have enough for the weekend and take it as prescribed.  Remember to keep track of the time and dosage in case of medical emergency. 



IMMUNIZATIONS

Athletes and coaches should have up-to-date immunizations, which include tetanus toxoid booster during the last ten years.  It is suggested that all athletes and coaches consult their physician on this matter.  The date of the most recent tetanus toxoid booster should be indicated on each athlete’s Application for Participation (medical).



DIET

A balanced diet is essential to an athlete’s performance at the Festival.  The diet should contain extra carbohydrates, fresh fruits and vegetables prior to and during the Festival, along with a normal intake of salt.  Athletes should be discouraged from eating greasy, fried, or fatty foods during the Festival.  Don’t allow your athletes to overeat, especially before competition.  Water stations will be provided at each venue site to help prevent dehydration.



PRE-COMPETITION WARM-UP

Have your athletes properly stretch with warm-up exercises before the competition.  Five minutes of stretching prevents muscle pulls, strains and other injuries that may occur if these exercises are not performed.  Each competition site will have warm-up areas where the athletes can stretch before competing.

Calling the Operations Center:

Talk to the dispatcher in a calm voice; screaming makes it harder for you to be understood.

Give the dispatcher your name, group/team name, and the nature and location of the emergency.  If you are reporting an injured athlete, please give the name of the athlete.

Stay on the phone so that the dispatcher can get additional information from you if needed.



TRANSPORTATION

Everyone is responsible for their own transportation to and from the events.  We stress prompt arrival for Opening Ceremonies staging.  A shuttle will be running to all of the venues for volunteers and families throughout the weekend.  There will be no athlete shuttle this year unless requested.  There will be request forms at registration.

CODE OF CONDUCT

Please see Special Olympics Forms section of this handbook.



FORFEITS:

Any coach who elects to forfeit a game or individual match must seek approval of the sports rules committee. If approved, the team will take a loss for that game or match. If denied, the team must play the opposing team or be disqualified from the tournament. If a tournament tie occurs, all competition from the disqualified team will be disregarded from the standings. The team who forfeits receives 0 points. The opponent in soccer receives 2 points and 25 for volleyball (25 for each game-best of three match).  Bocce teams will receive 16 points.



GENERAL RULES

Only registered athletes will be eligible to participate in the Games.  The games committee shall review decisions about ineligibility due to improper registration.

Athletes must be at least eight years of age as of November 7, 2003, to be eligible for competition.

In order for a team to attend Fall Festival, they must register with the minimum number allowed (i.e. 7 for volleyball and 6 for soccer).  Teams who drop below this number will be scratched and an alternate team named.

Coaches will not be allowed access to the staging area and are not permitted in the competition area.  However, coaches may be allowed to assist aurally or visually impaired athletes during competition, when appropriate.  In instances where assistance is required, the head coach must request the exemption from the sports rules committee at the head coaches meeting.  The request must fully explain the circumstances that mandate the on-course assistance.

Athletes may be required to participate in preliminary events.  Failure to do so will result in the disqualification of athlete(s) from competition.

In case an athlete is too ill to participate in time trials or preliminaries, an exception may be granted by the games committee or sports rules committee prior to the event.

All soccer and volleyball teams must stay at their venue until the end of preliminaries so that we may properly division all teams. 

Any team or athlete more than 15 minutes late will be automatically forfeited.

Divisions will be determined based upon gender, ability levels, and final times/scores from sectional or prior competition, team skills assessment scores, and classification rounds.  Athletes registered with no entry time or who do not compete in preliminary competition will be placed in a heat of their own and will be given a participation ribbon.

HONEST EFFORT RULE-  Athletes who do not participate honestly and with maximum effort in all events, or in a sportsmanlike manner, will be disqualified from events and will receive a participation award.  They may be disqualified from future events.  It is the head coach or head of delegation’s responsibility to ensure that the best time or score be submitted to the committee and updated, if necessary, prior to the event.

Team Sports- The divisioning committee or sports rules committee reserves the right to change a team’s division during final competition.

Individual sports- Athletes that are timed 30% better than their entry score will be disqualified and will not receive an award.  This will apply to LDR/LDW and speed skating.

RULES & PROTESTS AND APPEALS

The Official Special Olympics Summer Sports Rules (2000-2003 Edition) shall govern all Special Olympics competitions. As an international sports program, Special Olympics has created these rules based upon the International and National Governing Bodies (NGB). International Association of Athletics Federations (IAFF) or NGB rules shall apply except when they are in conflict with the Official Special Olympics Sports Rules. In such cases, the Official Special Olympics Sports Rules shall prevail. 



Protests may be filed by a Special Olympics certified head coach ONLY! Any other person attempting to file a protest will be immediately rejected. The head coach must file the protest within thirty (30) minutes after the completion of the protested competition or event. All forms may be obtained and must be submitted to the scorer’s/announcer’s table at the venue or to the venue coordinator. The sports rules committee will then rule on the protest. The members of the sports and games rules committees will be announced at each head coaches meeting. The head coach filing the protest will be notified of the decision. He may then decide to appeal a rejected protest to the games rules committee (submit to scorer’s table) and have the games committee paged. 



Protests may be filed based on a misinterpretation of a playing rule or on the failure of a judge or official to apply the correct rule or penalty. No protests will be accepted on matters involving a judgment call by officials.  Appeals of denied protests may be submitted to the officials table at each venue or at the head coaches meetings that evening.  An appeal will be decided within 24 hours after it is submitted.  

Protest and appeal forms can be obtained from the officials or awards table at each venue.

Bocce balls, object ball, measuring tape will be provided for the athletes.  Please bring your own practice balls.

     A. Court and Equipment 

Official league and tournament ball sizes may be from 107 mm (4.20”) to 110 mm (4.33”).

Courts are 12’ x 60’ with 3” end walls.



      B.  Divisioning

1.  Preliminary rounds will consist of a skill assessment.  Each team will be given 2 of the 4 skills to complete.  The scores will be totaled and teams will be divisioned accordingly.  However, bocce individual skills is not an official sport therefore, awards will not be given.



a.  Throwing the pallina

b.  Using the bank shot for accuracy



C.  General Rules

1.  The “in” team is the team who has been declared by the official to have position closest to the pallina.

2.  The “out” team will continue to roll their balls until they have established “in” position or until they have exhausted their balls.

3.  Balls may be rolled, tossed, bounced, banked, etc. They may also “spock” or hit opponent’s balls to try to gain position or push opponents “out.”

4.  Points are given to the team who has established the “in” position by the end of the frame.  That team is also given an additional point for every one of their balls that is closer to the pallina than their opponents’ balls.

5.  Team members will alternate turns. 

6.  The team who wins a frame will start the next frame by tossing the pallina and their first ball.

7.  Players may not cross the foul line during the release of the bocce ball.



D.  Ties

1.  Ties during frame:  the team that rolled last will continue to roll until the tie is broken.  

2.  Ties at end of frame:  no points are awarded and the pallina returns to the team which                   delivered it.

Attire - Proper attire should be worn (i.e. no jeans or sweat suits).  	

A one-piece lifting suit or wrestling singlet should be worn. The only exception being the full length     aerobic suit worn in the bench press by athletes with physical disabilities (see modifications under 4).

2.  Wraps may be used:  maximum size=8cm wide and 1m long.  The wrap may not be more than 10 cm   above or 2 cm below the wrist.

Participants in the squat or bench press must wear a T-shirt during competition.  Women must also wear a T-shirt when competing in the dead lift.

4.  Athletes with physical disabilities (ex. wheelchair, cerebral palsy, amputees), may wear a two-piece outfit with both upper and lower pieces being form fitting, either snug fitting track trousers or snug fitting shorts.  A full length aerobic suit may be worn while performing the bench press.  Lifting with a prosthesis is allowed and orthosis with shoes will be allowed.

EQUIPMENT

1. Leather or vinyl belts may be worn. They can be no more than 10 cm wide, 13 mm thick and encircle the body only once. 

2. Chalk is only allowed on the hands and powder on designated areas of the body. 



FACILITIES

The gym will have locker rooms available designated by signage.  Signs will designate the gender of the locker rooms.  There will be a warm-up area for the athletes separated by pipe and drape from the competition area.



RULES 	

A.      Divisioning - Athletes will be divisioned according to the Wilkes Formula. 



This formula will be used to ensure that divisions have at least three participants.

The lifter’s body weight (BW) has a coefficient listed in the Summer Sports Rules Book.  That coefficient is multiplied by the lifter’s total score/best lift.  This equals the lifter’s Wilkes Formula Total (WFT).  



B.	    Equipment - The following guidelines should be followed for all safety equipment:

		1.	No gloves are allowed.  

2.  Non-stretch/non-metal (with the exception of the buckle) belts may be worn.  The belt is to be no more than 10cm wide, 13mm thick, and can circle the body only one time.

		3.	Chalk is only allowed on the hand and powder on designated areas of the body.



C.       Finish - Scoring of the events shall be the maximum weight lifted for each event and the combination 

     maximum weight for both events.



D.	      Qualifications - All athletes must be at least 16 years old to compete in power lifting.



E.	Weigh-in - All athletes must be weighed in prior to competition.  The weigh-in results will not be made known until all the lifters in a particular weight class have been weighed in.



Only those greater or lighter than the category limit are allowed to return to the scales within the limits of the hour and thirty minutes allowed from the beginning of the weigh-in.

An athlete weighing-in above the upper limit for a weight class will be moved to the next heavier weight class. 

An athlete weighing in below the minimum limit for a weight class may, at the discretion of the chief referee, be permitted to lift in the next lightest weight class if that competition is available.  

If competition in the lighter weight class is not available, the athlete will be permitted to lift outside the official competition and receive a participant’s ribbon.

Weigh-in will take place in St. Mary’s Gym.

Coaches must give starting weights for the competition at weigh-in.

Coaches’ Roles for Training & Competition:



Policy:	



All (area/county/city) Special Olympics Pennsylvania programs will ensure that a no less than 1 coach for every 4 Special Olympics athletes ratio is maintained at all times for training and competition.  This includes but is not limited to transportation to and from any event.  This is the minimum requirement of Special Olympics, Incorporated.  In order to ensure the safety of all participants, coaches should not have any other responsibility or role while acting as a coach/chaperone within this 1:4 ratio.  This includes but is not limited to performing dual roles during training and competition as a Unified Sports( Partner or parent.  





Rationale:



It has been brought to SOPA’s attention that many coaches have additional responsibilities during training and competition.  This could result in serious consequences to an athlete(s) or to the coach/organization due to lack of supervision or distraction caused by too many responsibilities.  We understand that many of our volunteers have many “life” responsibilities that may limit their ability to attend without bringing children, etc.  However, we cannot allow this practice for the safety of all involved (athletes, family members, coaches, etc.).  We encourage family members’ attendance with other chaperoning arrangements made outside of the 1:4 ratio.





Procedure:



All programs will register coaches in one role only for competition and ensure that coaches have their sole focus as coach at training.  If necessary, “alternate” coaches should be registered in case the coach needs to step down as coach at a competition to take on another role such as a player or parent.  Programs will not be allowed to register Unified Sports( Partners as coaches.  The 1:4 coach/partner ratio is not necessary for adult Unified Sports( Partners.



Programs may also register coaches as delegation volunteers outside of the 1:4 ratio and pay the extra fee per delegation volunteer per night for that event so they may assist other coaches whose sole attention is with their athletes.  A delegation volunteer is any added volunteer without coaching responsibility who has necessary delegation duties over and above the 1:4 ratio such as bus driver, nurse, horse handler, side walker, group home chaperone, etc.  The need for this delegation volunteer must be approved by the SOPA Liaison and must be able to chaperone athletes (i.e. delegation volunteers cannot be children).  This volunteer must have a current CRC on file with the local program to be registered.  Delegation volunteers, like all coaches, are roomed with other coaches at events and cannot have single housing to share with family members or bring family members not part of the delegation to stay in delegation housing.  However, the delegation volunteer may decide to stay in family housing.  Please remember that this option will restrict the delegation volunteer’s accessibility for assistance to the athletes.  



Finally, we encourage all family members to register for events.  They will be responsible for payment of their own housing, food, or any other associated costs.  They may register as one-day volunteers and specify delegation assignment to provide additional support to teams in addition to coaches within the 1:4 ratio.  



Programs who bring unregistered guests (i.e. family members) of registered coaches for the purpose of coaches chaperoning them (who are within the 1:4 ratio) will be directed to stop the activity and a misconduct report will be completed.  Arrangements for home transportation will be finalized.  This transportation will be the responsibility of the program in violation.  



After a complete review and verification of the circumstances by the manager of the “home” program, the Event Liaison and the President of SOPA, and it is determined that the coach/volunteer/local program did in fact cause the deception intentionally, the parties involved may be removed from our volunteer listing for no less than one year.



A letter stating the consequences will be sent by the President or by an assigned staff member to the individual and copies will be sent to appropriate parties (i.e. SOPA Ineligible Volunteer File, SOPA Event Liaison, Event Contact Person for local program, Local Program Manager, SOPA Field Director, etc.)



Phases:



Immediately:	Coaches within the 1:4 ratio, athletes, or Unified Sports( Partners will 

not be allowed to have family members needing chaperoned by them at training or competition.



2003:		All coaches must have one role only at training or, in particular, at competition.  

This means that sport directors, heads of delegation, officials, or Games 

Management Team Members should not be registered as coaches at competitions 

within the 1 coach to 4 athlete ratio.

�WHY SPECIAL OLYMPICS OFFICIALS ENFORCE RULES



Taken from the 1991 Special Olympics International Games

Volunteer Handbook





If you watch a coach working with Special Olympics athletes, you will notice a great deal of emphasis on learning the rules.  Also, if you watch a Special Olympics competition, you will see officials strictly enforcing those rules.



Because Special Olympics is a sports program for people with mental retardation, people sometimes question the "fairness" of such strict rule enforcement.  As veteran coaches will tell you, knowing and playing by the rules is one of the biggest benefits Special Olympics offers its athletes.  Why?



1.	Special Olympics athletes are capable of learning and competing within sports rules.  Challenging them in this manner adds to the pride and sense of accomplishment they experience.



2.	It is unfair to athletes who are properly trained and who are following the rules to compete against others who are not.



3.	Many Special Olympics athletes eventually move on to other sports programs (in schools, recreation departments, etc.).  They will be better prepared for that transition if learning and competing by rules is one of the skills they take with them.



Special Olympics uses organized sports, training and competition as a vehicle for children and adults with mental retardation to grow as complete individuals.  Enforcing sports rules plays an important role in that process.  Join us in helping Special Olympics athletes discover how much they can do.

�Code of Conduct - Adopted September 7, 1996�PRIVATE ��



Policy:

Unsportsmanlike or inappropriate behavior displayed by a coach, athlete, volunteer or staff member during SOPA training or competition events is not acceptable.  Failure to behave appropriately could result in loss of eligibility.



Rationale:

To ensure appropriate sportsmanlike behavior of all athletes, coaches, volunteers and staff members.



Procedure:

While attending a SOPA state competition or training event, athletes, coaches, volunteers and staff members are encouraged to behave appropriately in accordance with the mission and philosophy of Special Olympics Incorporated.  Inappropriate behavior occurring at or outside the venue sites will result in the following disciplinary actions:



	Venue Site:  Defined as the area where a SOPA competition or training event is taking place.  Coaches and athletes will adhere to SOI, SOPA and NGB rules of competition.  The Venue Coordinator has the highest authority and may therefore enforce stronger penalties above and beyond SOI, SOPA and NGB rules during competition play or on the venue grounds.  Code of Conduct violations on the venue site will result in the following:



	A.	During Play

		1.	First warning will be given to the Head Coach by the Official or Venue Coordinator regarding the behavior of an athlete or coach.  The official scoring table is responsible for documenting the warning.

Second warning requires an automatic ejection from the current game/event, to be enforced by the Official or Venue Coordinator.  The Head Coach is then informed and asked to replace the athlete or coach before play will be resumed.  All second warnings are to be documented by the Venue Coordinator by submitting a Misconduct Report Form to the SOPA Event Liaison.

		3.	Coaches may submit Misconduct Reports stemming from personal misbehavior and not rules violations.	



	B.	After Play

		If a violation occurs after the completion of a game, the Coach, Official or Venue Coordinator may complete and submit a Misconduct Report Form to the SOPA Liaison without warning.



	C.	Serious Violations

		Depending upon the severity of the violation, suspension for subsequent games(s) or dismissal from sponsored SOPA competition or training events may occur. The SOPA Event Liaison will make a decision in a timely manner in consultation with the Sports Rules Committee.



* In the event the violation is serious and/or compromises the environment, the individual’s will be asked to leave the premises. Arrangements for transportation will be made at the individual’s expense.



	Outside Venue:  Defined as all activities occurring outside competition or training venues while attending a SOPA event.  This includes, but is not limited to, awards ceremonies, Olympic Village, housing, etc.  Code of Conduct violations outside of the venue will result in the following disciplinary actions:



	A.	Any behavior which is determined to be inappropriate will not be tolerated.  If an inappropriate behavior occurs, a Misconduct Report Form must be submitted to the SOPA Liaison for review.  A decision is to be made in a reasonable time period to ensure swift and immediate action.



	B.	Serious Violations

		Depending upon the severity of the violation, suspension for subsequent games(s) or dismissal from sponsored SOPA competition or training events may occur. The SOPA Event Liaison will then makes a decision in a timely manner in consultation with the Sports Rules Committee.

		

	After Play Misconduct Reports may by filed by a coach, the venue coordinator (i.e., Ceremonies Coordinator, Food Coordinator, etc.) and the SOPA Event Liaison during the event.



* In the event the violation is serious and/or compromises the environment, the individual’s will be asked to leave the premises. Arrangements for transportation will be made at the individual’s expense.





Note:		All Misconduct Report Forms are kept on file to document recurring violations.  SOPA reserves the right to impose stronger sanctions on repeat offenders.



Report:	After investigating the incident with all officials and witnesses listed on the report, as well as discussing the incident with coaches and/or athletes involved, the SOPA Event Liaison will finalize the Report within one week of the occurrence. A copy will be sent to the individual(s) involved in the misconduct, the head coach and program manager. The program manager will be requested to inform the parent(s)/guardian. A copy of the Report will be kept on file with the appropriate Field Director and State Competition Director for no less than one year.

�SAFETY AND SECURITY

Overall Points of Interest



Please be sure to read over the following safety and security points. As always, the safety of all Special Olympics participants is the utmost priority. As a coach, it is your responsibility to ensure the safety of the athletes in your care. 



Be sure all athletes and coaches are wearing their credentials

Be generally aware of your surroundings. Seek out a SOPA security volunteer, staff member or hotel staff if anything seems suspicious to you

Carry a copy of all athlete medicals with you at all times

Carry emergency phone numbers (in the coaches handbook) with you at all times

Meet and get to know any “day of” volunteers who are assigned to your group

Be sure athletes know not to go off alone with unknown persons or to carry anything for anyone

Carry a cell phone if you have one and write down/carry cell phone numbers of other coaches in your delegation

Remember that there is a zero tolerance policy in effect for any pranks concerning safety issues by athletes, coaches, volunteers. Anyone violating that policy will be asked to leave the event with potential for further action.

Set up (if not already in place) a phone chain with parents and families back home so that they can be notified of an early arrival

Carry a flashlight in your backpack



EXTRA PRECAUTIONS AT HOTELS



Write down the names and hotel room numbers of all athletes

Write down the coaches’ room numbers for the athletes so they can call if they need help

Give each coach a specific set of rooms (and keys) to notify and account for athletes in the event of an emergency

Confer with all coaches to confirm meeting point for your hotel in case of emergency

Write down the room number of the medical/security room in your hotel

Do a final room check before going to bed to ensure all athletes are in rooms

Have athletes leave their shoes and coats in a place near the door so they can quickly put these on before leaving the hotel in the event of a fire

Keep a backpack or bag with the following items in it near the door so that you can quickly grab it on your way out: car/van keys, cell phone, emergency numbers, athlete medicals, wallet, shoes, coat



MEETING POINTS IN THE EVENT OF AN EMERGENCY



Once on site at Fall Festival, you will receive the meeting points for the hotels and the venues, along with the room number for the SOPA staff person in your hotel and the room number for the medical/security room in your hotel. 



If there is a fire in the hotel or at a venue and you need to leave the facility, be sure coaches have accounted for all their athletes and fellow coaches. When leaving the building, follow instructions of hotel staff/facility personnel and use nearest exit door. Stay where instructed until notified by hotel/facility/SOPA staff. 



PROCEDURES FOR TOTAL EVACUATION FROM THE AREA



If SOPA has to ask delegations to evacuate from Fall Festival completely, the following procedures will be followed:



SOPA will notify each HOD by phone or through a meeting (if time permits) of need to evacuate. We have a master list to ensure we contact everyone.

If we are only leaving the vicinity and not the games entirely, we will provide a meeting point and directions. 

If the games have been cancelled and we are sending delegations home, we will give you any time constraints and any evacuation routes to follow if appropriate.

Heads of delegation will account for all coaches and athletes and their belongings. 

HOD will secure transportation for trip out of area; if transportation is needed contact SOPA at

6.   Once everyone is accounted for, HOD will call (215) 882-2205 and talk to SOPA Communications personnel, or leave a message on voice mail with the following information:

If an athlete is missing and delegation is ready to depart, contact a staff person at your hotel or a staff person at the venue you may be leaving from. If time is crucial and you need to leave the area, one staff person and one coach/volunteer from your delegation will stay behind to look for missing athlete and rest of delegation will depart. Once the athlete is found, the coach and staff person will make plans to either meet up with the delegation if nearby or staff person will arrange to take all parties back to home program.

Keep your emotions under control.  Don’t let your emotions interfere with our mission or oath. Remember, these individuals are volunteers and amateur athletes.

It may help if you understand the rules of the competition.  If you need further information or clarification ask your home program for a copy of the rules during the season so you’re a well-informed fan.



Special Olympics competitions are positive encouragement arenas.  Please conduct yourself appropriately.



Lead by positive example.

De-emphasize winning and losing.  

Let the coaches coach the players – refrain from shouting instructions.  

Provide general cheers or positive comments after the fact/play. Remember to abide by sport-specific rules (i.e., silence at the start of races, during a tee-off in golf).



Spectators are provided designated areas.  You are prohibited in the competition areas.  Only coaches and athletes who are participating may be in these areas.



Lead by positive example.





Failure to comply with the above guidelines may result in penalties assessed toward your team or being escorted from venue.
